Urban trees help increase biodiversity and

support local ecosystems, providing habitat for wildlife, including birds, insects, and small mammals,
as well as reducing pollutants and particles in the surrounding soil and air. This is especially important
in urban areas whereas natural green space is often limited and runoff from hardscaped surfaces,
infrastructure, and cars have detrimental effects to the community.
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2. KEY PRINCIPLES FOR SUCCESSFUL PLANTING

This section emphasizes important considerations for choosing where to plant trees and how to prepare
for the planting on sites where conditions are less than ideal. It provides step-by-step guidance that
communities can use to help ensure long-term tree survival, created to support small and rural
communities who are just developing their urban forestry approaches. The content might be helpful to
municipal staff working in various departments such as public works, recreation, or public health
services.

2.1, Planting site assessment

Site conditions vary widely across and within communities, making site assessment crucial before
planting. Important factors to consider in your analysis include soil conditions, growing conditions such
as water availability and access to sunlight, exposure, height and space requirements, physical
limitations, and previous land use or history of the site.

Soil

Soil quality is vital to tree establishment and growth. Site selection and preparation require
consideration of both soil volume and composition.

Soil volume refers to the amount of soil available for roots to grow. Ideally it is as large as possible to
support root spread and depth. A good guideline is that trees should be planted in a soil volume of 0.6
m3/m? of the tree’s crown area at maturity.

Soil composition is the mix of air, water and nutrients in the soil. High-quality soil is typically a mix of
approximately 25% water, 25% air, 45% minerals and 5% organic matter. Therefore, soil laboratory
testing is crucial to determine soil composition, pH and nutrient levels, organic content, and the
proportion of different soil components (such as sand, silt or clay).

Retaining existing soils, where possible, helps to preserve soil structure and microorganisms that
support tree establishment. In sites with poor soil, remediation or replacement might be needed to
provide proper environment for tree establishment.

Water

Trees grow best when they have access to an uncontaminated, consistent water supply and soil with
good infiltration and drainage. It is important to assess how the sloping of the land and the soil
conditions will influence water distribution and pooling. In most of urban areas and in dry conditions,
irrigation or watering is considered necessary—particularly during the first two years after planting.

Exposure

Urban planting sites can vary widely in their exposure to shade, wind, and cool or hot microclimates.
Different tree species vary in their tolerance to these factors. When selecting planting sites, consider
the location’s current or potential exposure to factors that could impact the survival of different species.
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Physical limitations

When planning where and how to plant, it is important to consider the size of the tree both at the time
of planting and when it reaches maturity to understand the space required for healthy growth. Conduct
an evaluation of elements above and below the ground that could affect the available space for tree
growth. It is also important to consider maintenance requirements and future accessibility to the site.
Consider what is above the planting site (signage, lights, traffic, power lines, sightlines, maintenance
limitations) and below the planting site (water pipes, gas lines, electrical infrastructure, artefacts or
anything else of cultural or archaeological significance)!!

Previous land use or history of the site

It is important to consider other factors about a site that may be hard to see, such as the history of
land use and tenure of the area. When considering the history of the site, you could collect information
on whether the site had been affected by forest fire, insect damage or weather damage in the past.
You could also consider if the site had previously been used for industrial purposes, or as former
marginal farmland. Community engagement can help you learn more about sites that may have cultural
or historical significance.

2.1.1. CHECKLIST: Protection of Existing Trees and Shrubs During Urban Green
Works

When working in already established green areas, all interventions must be planned and executed in
a way that preserves the health and stability of existing trees and shrubs. Practical recommendations
listed below should be followed by all contractors, machine operators, and maintenance teams.

Before Work Begins
o Identify and map all existing trees and shrubs to be protected.
o Determine Tree Protection Zone (TPZ) at least to the crown projection and mark it visibly using
wooden fencing, metal barriers, or bright tape.
o Install trunk guards (boards, burlap, or rubber protection).
o Brief machinery operators on tree-protection rules.
o Plan machinery access routes and storage areas away from trees.
o Prune low or interfering branches in advance (if necessary).

During Construction / Improvement Works
o No machinery, parking, or material storage inside the TPZ.
o Avoid digging or trenching under tree crowns.
o Use hand tools or air-spade if excavation near roots is unavoidable.
o Cleanly cut damaged roots (>2 cm) immediately.
o Prevent soil compaction—use boards or mats if access cannot be avoided.
o Keep soil, gravel, sand, rubble, and waste away from tree bases.
o Avoid any chemical spills (fuel, oil, cement washout) near trees.
o Do not push or bend branches with machinery.
o Assigned person monitors trees regularly for bark damage, broken branches, or stress.
o Document and treat any damage immediately.
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Managing Soil Levels

Do not lower soil and expose major roots.
Avoid raising soil directly against trunk flare.
Use a retaining ring if soil addition is necessary.

Additional Safety Measures

No burning of waste or placement of heat sources near trees.
Keep chemical storage and handling in designated areas far from vegetation.

After Work Completion

Water trees regularly for at least one growing season.

Apply 5-8 cm mulch layer (without touching the trunk).

Inspect trees for signs of stress (wilting, discoloration, dieback).
Implement soil improvement or light fertilization if needed.

2.2. Site conditions improvement

After you have thoroughly investigated a planting site, you can identify any modifications needed to
improve planting conditions. Site preparation can be an intensive process, so it is important to plan
carefully and seek professional advice before beginning. Some common strategies to improve site
conditions include:

Adding soil or soil amendments to adjust soil composition, pH or nutrient levels and ensure
sufficient levels of organic material (e.g., compost).

Removing rocks, pavement or other hard structures that could limit root development or affect
water infiltration.

Breaking up compacted soil to improve soil structure, increase nutrient uptake, and improve
aeration and drainage.

Decontaminating soil or completing other site remediation activities.

2.3. Principles for choosing the right tree species

Copy nature by planting native trees that thrive successfully on or near the site.

For rural sites, choose species that are a continuation of the existing woodland. In urban areas,
options range from ornamental planting schemes will species of particular interest to creating
new ‘natural’ areas with more commonly present species.

Choose species for urban areas that are tolerant of atmospheric pollution and soil chemicals
such as road salt. Pay attention to the presence of specific pollutants and consider species that
are known to help in the pollution mitigation.

Consider the eventual height and spread of trees in relation to nearby roads, buildings and
overhead lines.
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o Fallen fruits and large leaves from trees make pavements slippery, so they might be unsuitable
for high-traffic areas such as biking lanes.

o Trees that have poisonous parts or fruits (e.g. yews and laburnum) are unsuitable for children’s
play areas and where animals graze.

o Trees with fruit that causes stomach-ache (e.g. crab apples) are best avoided near play areas.

o Some trees, like white poplar, false acacia, linden and wild cherry, have suckers and surface
roots which may disrupt paving or light structures such as boundary walls.

o Trees casting dense shade and reaching large dimensions, such as oaks and beeches, can
shade windows and gardens.

o Certain tree species (e.qg., birch, cedar, poplar, cypress, yew) are known to be highly allergenic
due to their pollen so consider avoiding them or using them only scarcely.

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2.4. Timing and pre-planting treatment

How and when you plant your trees, and how you handle your saplings are all important factors that
will determine survival rates.

Timing
The timing of tree planting is key to tree survival. The best time to plant is early in the spring which gives
the saplings time to adjust to the new environment before the heat of the summer. Ideal timing will depend

on your local climate, so it is important to consult your local nursery, professionals, or experienced elders
to determine the appropriate planting window for your area.

Timing of planting will also depend on soil conditions. Soils need to be fully thawed (above 5°C) but not too
warm. The narrow window between too wet and too dry, particularly for heavy clay soils, needs to be
included in your plans. Be prepared to adjust your timing based on the weather, the onset of spring, and
the needs of your saplings. Inform yourself if late spring frost is common for your area - if so, consider
planting later to avoid freezing of the transplanted plants.

Overall, conifer species tend to be hardier and can often handle warmer temperatures right after planting
while most deciduous species are at a higher risk of drying out before they can establish.

Transport

It is important to remember that saplings are living organisms — the time it takes to transport them from
the nursery until the actual planting can be very stressful and damaging for them. Therefore, proper storage
and transport procedures are essential to sapling survival. Already stressed saplings that are planted in
overly stressed conditions are not likely to successfully establish at the new site.

The four main stress factors which affect saplings during transport and planting are: moisture imbalance,
temperature fluctuations, improper handling, and storage duration. Ideally, saplings should be refrigerated
during transport — kept between 1° and 4°C. If refrigeration is not possible, other considerations should
be taken to keep saplings healthy.

o Transport saplings in a covered vehicle and insulate if possible. This can be easily done by at least
covering the root part with fabric, plastic or even paper to ensure moisture and prevent drying out
of the gentle root hairs.

o Move saplings early in the morning when temperatures are cool. Try to keep temperatures of the
roots below 5°C but never below freezing.

o Handle the saplings gently and do not stack them during transport.

o Only transport saplings that can be planted on the same day. Be realistic when estimating how
many saplings you and your team will be able to plant in the time you have. Tree planting takes
time, and your progress may be slower than you think. One of the worst practices is to leave
uncovered saplings directly under the sun - this will cause severe damage and very low probability
of survival even after they are planted.

o If necessary, communities can coordinate with local grocery stores or other facilities to temporarily
rent cooler space.

Even in perfect conditions, saplings have limited energy reserves and as much care as possible should be
taken to reduce transport and storage duration.
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On-site saplings management

Once at the site, saplings should be planted quickly.

Only bring saplings that will be planted on that day. At the site, keep saplings in a cool shaded
area. If no natural shade exists, bring tarps to create a temporary shelter.

Keep saplings out of the wind.

Saplings should be checked for signs of stress. If they have mould, uncommon smell, or dried
areas they should be returned to the nursery and not planted.

Handle the saplings carefully, try not to drop and do not throw them.

Any material holding bundles together or tags on trees should always be cut and not pulled off
to prevent damage.

Keep plants moist while planting. If using planting bags, add a small amount of water to the
bottom.

Temperature of the tree roots must remain below 10°C. If they exceed this temperature, the
trees must be planted immediately, or they may not survive.

Do not trim roots to fit them in planting holes.

1. Choose adequately wide space. The spacing between the trees should be determined by the species
characteristics and mature tree crown dimensions. Trees planted too close may develop poorly and
even dieback due to lack of space and competition for resources between them.

2. Dig hole deep as container height and twice its width. Look closely for underground wires or pipes!

3. Take the tree sapling out of the container and loosen up roots.

4, Place the tree sapling inside the hole keeping top of the root ball at the same level with the soil.
The root collar of the sapling (where the roots and stem meet) should be just below the surface of
the soil.

5. Free the root ball from any synthetic materials or wires. Roots must be positioned straight and
vertically in the planting hole and not bent upwards (J-rooting). Bent roots make trees more
vulnerable to tipping as they age.

6. Straighten the tree sapling. Stand aside and make sure that the sapling stands upright by itself
and tree crown is properly exposed to the sun.

7. Add backfill soil mixed with peat moss (approx. 10 - 15% of the hole volume). Firm the root ball
by gently tamping down the soil and peat moss mixture to remove air pockets.

8. If needed, add a stake to support the tree, add layer of mulch, and water the planted tree well.
Protect the trunk if needed.

The establishment of a new lawn is a process which requires knowledge of the terrain (slope, exposure),
the soil (its fertility and water permeability), and how and when to use different agrotechnical measures
(e.g., soil preparation, sowing grass seeds or laying turf, maintenance measures) to provide favourable
conditions for a beautiful and healthy lawn.

Clear the area: Remove any existing vegetation, rocks, and debris.

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5. SUITABLE WOODY SPECIES FOR URBAN ENVIRONMENT

Trees fulfil important aesthetic, social, and environmental functions, not only where they naturally grow,
but also when planted in the urban areas. However, urban tree life is increasingly under stress of a different
type due to trampling, compaction, and impervious surfacing that have negative effects on the water supply.
Often, this leads to poor vitality, tree decline and the recurring outbreaks of diseases, particularly in street
locations. Climate change, with extended warmer and drier periods, will further increase the need for
selecting species adapted to hot summers and polluted winters.

Certain woody species (trees and shrubs) are better adapted to harsh environmental conditions in urban
areas. Therefore, the knowledge in urban dendrology is rapidly increasing as a way to provide
recommendations for suitable species in many cities worldwide. In this case, the physical and physiological
benefit of the woody species is the potential for reduction of air pollutants, primarily particles (capturing
PMi, PM,5, and PMyg), CO, SO, NO,, O3, fixing CO, producing O, etc. In general, under average favourable
daily conditions, it is estimated that in one hour a square meter of green leaf area of a photosynthetically
active plant can fix the amount of CO, contained in three cubic meters of air! However, not all trees have
the same capacity and need the same conditions. For example, a fully developed beech tree can increase
the humidity by 30%, but it is not tolerant to certain air pollutants, and the lack of relative humidity on the
site is often a limiting factor for the species development in urban areas. Small-leaved linden tree can
capture about 50 kg of sulphur in its leaves, but the species is sensitive to SO, and hydrogen fluoride (HF).
Trees with downy leaf surfaces or sticky plant parts catch much more particulate matter, but certain
representatives are considered as allergenic so they are not suitable for all urban areas. Broadleaved species
have bigger leaf area and therefore higher capacity for air purification; however, in the winter months there
are leaves are fallen and cannot fulfil this function.

However, improving the air quality is not the only function from trees in the rapidly developing urban areas.
Various ecological benefits from adequately selected trees can also be noted such as: climate change
mitigation (in particular against urban heat islands), enriching urban biodiversity, improved urban
landscape, and specific added-value elements - edible plant organs for the urban fauna, medicinal use
(certain species act as phytoncides), nectareous and pollination agent attractive species (insects),
microhabitat features, etc.

5.1. Selection of woody species suitable for the Municipality of Kriva Palanka

This broader tree species selection, despite the relevant morpho-ecological features, is based on the
distribution area, i.e. to be native in North Macedonia and preferably to the area of the Municipality of Kriva
Palanka (Macedonian: Kpusa ManaHka). Furthermore, the trees at the level of species and their cultivars
are in particular representatives of the dendroflora resilient to urban environment, with large leaf area,
expressed surface microrelief on the leaves and can develop well-branched dense crown. In addition,
depending on the (micro)locations they are to be planted, more adequate morpho-ecological characteristics
were considered (e.g. many of the species should thrive in unfavourable urban conditions, as several criteria
have been considered beside the air pollution resilience: drought resistance; wide ecological valence;
ornamental features; ability to form various types of root systems and not to degrade the pavement or to
firm and stabilize the soil against shallow erosion, to avoid thorny shoots and poisonous plant organs in
kindergartens and primary schools, etc.).
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Since the air flow occurrence may influence the reduction of the pollutants on certain sites, the proper
landscape design should take into account that this airflow must not be completely blocked or significantly
interfered, especially during the winter. In addition, the landscape design should take into consideration the
species demand for light and soil humidity

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5.1.1. Selection of species suitable for tree lines for the Municipality of Kriva
Palanka

The selection of suitable tree species for establishing urban tree lines in the Municipality of Kriva
Palanka is based on the region’s characteristic temperate-continental climate, diverse relief, and
moderately fertile soils. Local conditions—with warm summers, cold winters, and periodic drought
episodes—require the use of resilient, site-adapted species that can ensure long-term stability, low
maintenance needs, and high ecological value. The following list includes tree species that are well
suited for street environments, provide effective shade, tolerate urban stress factors, and contribute

to the improvement of the municipality’s urban landscape and environmental quality.

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5.2. Selection of woody species suitable for the Municipality of Dupnitsa

Dupnitsa (Bulgarian: Jynxuua) is a town in Western Bulgaria. It is at the foot of the highest mountains
in the Balkan Peninsula - the Rila Mountains, about 50 km south of the capital Sofia, at an altitude of
535 m above sea level. Dupnitsa is the second largest town in Kyustendil Province.

Dupnitsa experiences a dynamic climate with warm summers and cold, snowy winters. Temperatures
fluctuate significantly throughout the year, ranging from warm days in August to very cold days in
January.

o Summers: Generally warm and mostly clear, lasting from June to September, with average
highs above 24°C.

o Winters: Very cold, snowy, and partly cloudy, lasting from November to March, with average
highs below 8°C.

o Temperature Extremes: Average daily highs range from 29°C in August to 3°C in January,
while average daily lows range from 14°C in August to -4°C in January.

o Sunshine: Dupnitsa enjoys a good amount of sunshine, with August receiving the most
sunshine (308 hours), and January receiving the least (86 hours).

o Rainfall: Rainfall is spread throughout the year, with January seeing an average of 49 mm of
rain over roughly 8 days.

The previously prepared Pedology Report for Control of Soil Fertility for Dupnitsa (Bulgaria) by the Institute
of Soil Science, Agrotechnologies and Plant Protection "Nikola Poushkarov" in Sofia, Bulgaria (2024),
determines that the research area is characterized by rich, fertile soils, with favourable air, water and
temperature regimes, and providing suitable preconditions for planting and development of numerous
woody species (trees and shrubs) in the urban green areas of the Municipality of Dupnitsa. This report
further emphasizes the recently refurbished Town Park and the Town Garden (Gradska gradina) as very
popular places for socializing of the local population.

In this way, the purpose of this Guide is to identify appropriate woody species (trees and shrubs) to plant
in urban green spaces in the Municipality of Dupnitsa, both on public and private property, and to assist the
local community and municipal practitioners in selecting appropriate ornamental species and general
maintenance tasks.

Based on the morpho-ecological characteristics and the distribution, i.e. to be native in Bulgaria and
preferably to the Kyustendil area, as well as the Municipality of Dupnitsa, a broader tree species selection
has been made (Table 3). Furthermore, the trees at the level of species (species taxon and their cultivars)
are particular representatives of dendroflora resilient to urban environment, with large leaf area, expressed
surface microrelief on the leaves and ability to develop well-branched dense crown. In addition, depending
on the (micro) locations they are to be planted, more adequate bio-ecological characteristics have been
selected (e.g. many of the species should thrive in unfavourable urban conditions, as several criteria have
been considered: air pollution resilience, drought resistance; wider ecological valence; ornamental features;
ability to form various types of root systems and not to degrade the pavement, ability to stabilize the soil
against shallow erosion, avoidance of thorny shoots and poisonous plant organs especially for areas in
proximity to kindergartens and primary schools, etc.).

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5.2.1. Selection of species suitable for tree lines for the Municipality of Dupnitsa

The proposed selection of tree species for urban tree lines in the Municipality of Dupnitsa reflects the
area’s temperate-continental climate, marked by warm summers, cold winters, and occasional dry
periods. These conditions closely resemble those found in neighbouring regions, requiring species that
are tolerant of variable moisture, urban pollution, and soil compaction. The listed tree species are
chosen for their ecological adaptability, structural stability, and ability to enhance the aesthetic and
environmental functions of Dupnitsa’s urban spaces, while maintaining low maintenance demands over

time.

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6. CARE AND MAINTENANCE OF THE URBAN GREEN AREAS

Each of the selected ornamental species for the creation of urban green areas is distinguished by specific
biological and ecological characteristics, which requires the engagement of experts to implement the
mandatory measures for the care and maintenance of urban greenery. In order to ensure good conditions
for the proper growth and development of the individuals, certain general and partially specific requirements
for appropriate care are indicated, both during planting and for the period after the establishment of the
saplings.

For protection from wind, immediately upon planting, larger saplings of tree species should be tied to
wooden stakes. The stakes should be kept in place until a firm connection is established between the root
system and the soil medium, and until the tree stem has reached a bigger diameter. However, care should
be taken when tying the stake to the trunk to avoid damaging the bark, i.e. the conductive vessels for
organic matter located immediately beneath the bark. It is also important to consider that as the tree grows,
the ties need to be adjusted accordingly.

The irrigation system should be designed in accordance with the hydrographic network project, with
appropriate sprinklers and drip irrigation. In this way, water loss through seepage and evaporation from the
soil is avoided and maximum irrigation effect is achieved. The amount of water and the frequency of
irrigation depend on the plant species and its bio-ecological characteristics. Notably, the amount and
frequency need to be adjusted also depending on the season. For lawn areas, irrigation is best to be carried
out by spraying water droplets from a modern ground irrigation system. It is important to note that watering
grass areas requires a smaller amount of water (at once), but more often. This increases the rooting and
spreading of the roots near the surface soil layer. Newly established lawns will likely require additional
seeding (overseeding) with grass seed in certain smaller locations where initial seeding may be
unsuccessful, as a result of seed quality or germination, reduced seed numbers per unit area due to ants
or birds, or mechanical compaction of the soil from human activity such as watering or other activities. After
the seeds have successfully sprouted and the grass has grown to about 10-12cm, regular mowing with an
appropriate motorized mower is required depending on the growing rate (manually for smaller and shaped
areas, tractor-powered for spacious grass and meadow areas).

In addition to the standard watering of green areas, through the irrigation system, it is important to foresee
and implement the following measures for plant care and maintenance: weeding and dusting, mulching,
fertilization and pruning of the tree crowns. It is necessary to prevent contamination and to take regular
care of the plants, and in case of drought, and when the soil is dry, the plants should be watered abundantly.

Weeding and dusting are cultivation measures that are almost always carried out simultaneously, that is,
one after the other. Weeding is most often carried out immediately before dusting, and after watering. In
this case, manual weeding is envisaged (although herbicides can also be applied). Weeds (everything we
don't want to be there) are removed around the saplings and grass so they do not take the resources away
from the plants we have planted. Dusting involves digging, that is, finely digging up the soil layer around
the saplings. It is most often carried out after watering. In this way, a fine granulation of the soil particles
is created around the sapling, which reduces the evaporation of water from the soil. This means that the
water will remain in the soil for a longer time and the root system of the sapling will gradually absorb the
soil moisture. This is an economically viable solution for maximum water use efficiency.

Mulching protects or improves the water and air properties of the soil surrounding the sapling. This
reduces direct solar insolation; thus, the evaporation of water and excessive heating of the soil.
Mulching, depending on the tree species, location and surrounding environment, can be done with
wood chips (wood colour or multi-coloured), bark mulch, pine cone mulch or sawdust. In doing so,
care should be taken that the material is treated with protective preparations to prevent vector
transmission of diseases and pests to the saplings.

Fertilization (if necessary, and preferably for eutrophic species that thrive on deep and humus soils)
can be done with organic (burnt) and mineral (inorganic, artificial) fertilizers. The method of applying
mineral fertilizers (most commonly used mixtures of "NPK" - nitrogen, phosphorus and potassium),
i.e. plant nutrition, can be foliar - through the leaf mass (by applying a solution to the aboveground
irrigation system) or directly into the medium - the soil (manually or again through the irrigation
system). The doses and concentrations for fertilization are precisely determined. It is recommended
that feeding be completed by September at the latest, so that woody plants have enough time to grow
(summer shoots) before the end of the vegetation season and to physiologically prepare for the onset
of low temperatures.

Crown shaping/pruning is important for preventing deformations of the species' habitus (external
appearance). Since some species can tolerate more intensive pruning this can be used for specific
crown-shaping; but only with the approval of an expert or the person responsible for maintaining the
greenery. Proper pruning, in addition to its aesthetic function, is particularly important in terms of
preserving and improving the health of the plant species and the garden as a whole (timely removal
of diseased or mechanically damaged plant parts, reduction of the area under snow, etc.).
Inappropriate or excessive pruning can damage or even kill the plants.

The protection of woody plants and lawn areas must be preventive as it is often more costly to full
replace damaged or dead plants. For the purpose of timely protection against diseases (fungi,
actinomycetes, etc.) and pests (insects), plants should be treated occasionally, i.e. in precisely
determined seasonal periods (depending on climatic factors), with appropriate preparation of the
solutions by a specialist. To ensure proper maintenance, sufficient number of qualified persons -
forestry or landscape architecture engineers and persons with experience in maintaining green areas
- should be responsible for the care and maintenance of the urban green areas.

A step - by - step breakdown for lawn care measures include:

o Regular watering: keep the soil moist, especially during the germination and establishment
phase.

o Mow when needed: mow the grass when it reaches the recommended height, usually around
7 - 10 cm, removing no more than 1/3 of the blade length at a time.

o Control weeds: regularly monitor and remove weeds by hand or with appropriate herbicides.

o Fertilize: apply a balanced fertilizer after the grass is established to maintain healthy growth.

¢ Control pests and diseases: monitor the lawn for any signs of pests or diseases and take
appropriate action.
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6.1. Trees and shrubs maintenance calendar

With proper care and maintenance, trees can survive, thrive, and be a valuable commodity for the
communities. The maintenance needs to correspond to the environmental conditions, and the species
demands. Therefore, understanding how trees function and the maintenance needs is important in
keeping trees healthy and vigorous. Maintenance starts the day the tree is planted and continues
throughout its lifetime, but it is adapted accordingly. Regular annual maintenance of decorative trees
and shrubs in urban green areas includes numerous measures and activities, different and

characteristic for each season.

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6.2. Lawn maintenance calendar

To ensure the grass areas' long-term health and attractiveness and to enable them to effectively
preserve their ecological and decorative role in urban areas, it is crucial to adhere to the proper care
and maintenance procedures. To address any turf issues, treat and prevent weeds, pests, and more,
follow a timetable that lays out each action at the right time of year. In order to keep lawns healthy
and looking their best, year-round upkeep is required.

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7. KEY FACTORS FOR SUCCESSFUL ESTABLISHMENT OF URBAN GREEN AREAS

Successful establishment of urban green areas relies on several key factors, including strategic
planning, community engagement, and consideration of environmental and social needs. Effective
urban greening requires a comprehensive approach that addresses the physical environment, such as
soil quality and water availability, as well as the social and economic aspects of the local community.

In the past decades urban sprawl and urban land use intensification have caused a significant loss in
natural and green areas (EEA 2002). In many urban areas the creation of new public green spaces has
not kept pace with the growth of the built-up areas. In addition, the information on the provision and
quality of urban greenspace is rather limited, while policy and planning on urban green areas are rather
fragmented, unclear and not adapted to the local needs. In many cases, there is a lack of project
rationalization for greenspaces, weak management and implementation structures, and limited funding
possibilities. Fortunately, in recent years several urban sustainability initiatives have made a serious
attempt to offer a more rigorous basis for urban green space planning. Furthermore, the benefits of
urban green spaces have been highlighted in a more rational and convincing way, by creating a
distinction and systematic typology of benefits into social, economic, ecological and community
planning benefits.

Considering the above said, this Guide focuses on several factors that may impact the establishment
of the urban green areas in the Municipalities of Kriva Palanka and Dupnitsa directly or indirectly such
as: quality of the planting material, regular monitoring and evaluation, timely realization of care
measures (proper maintenance), and availability of experienced staff for maintenance of the urban
green areas.

The quality of planting material is crucial for the successful establishment and long-term health of
urban green areas. Factors like seedling size, root development, and overall health significantly impact
a plant's ability to survive, establish a strong root system, and thrive in the urban environment. By
prioritizing the quality of planting material, urban planners, landscape designers and the local
population in general, can significantly improve the success of urban greening projects (municipal or
private owned), leading to more resilient, aesthetically pleasing, and ecologically functional urban
landscapes. As the quality of the planting material is also linked with availability of the planting
material, timely coordination with local or neighbouring nurseries and planning in advance are crucial
aspects for success.

Regular monitoring and evaluation include tracking the performance of green areas and adjusting as
needed. Proper and regular maintenance ensure that green areas are well-maintained to preserve their
ecological and aesthetic value. Developing strategies for long-term management and maintenance
ensure the long-time sustainability of urban green areas.
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An often neglected, but absolutely critical factor is the human resources factor (landscape engineers
and experienced practitioners) within the municipal enterprises for management and maintenance of
the urban green areas. A comprehensive yearly work plan of these enterprises is mandatory, with clear
definition of the amount and the responsibilities of all categories of staff responsible for maintenance
of urban green areas, as well as the equipment available and needed for successful maintenance of
the urban green areas. In case of lack of human resources and technical equipment, a plan for hiring
local seasonal workers and procurement of adequate equipment (e.g. trimmers, mowers etc.) is highly
advised to the decision makers of the Municipalities of Kriva Palanka and Dupnitsa as relevant entities
for planning and realization of the yearly maintenance programs of the municipal enterprises for
management and maintenance of the urban green areas. In some cases, involving different local
stakeholders (e.g., active elderly, elementary schools and high schools, local volunteers etc.) could be
beneficial - however, their involvement needs to be well coordinated and guided by experts in order to
ensure proper execution of the tasks.

8. SUMMARY

This Guide has been prepared to facilitate the work of municipal practitioners and the general public
for establishment and maintenance of the urban green areas in the Municipalities of Kriva Palanka
(North Macedonia) and Dupnitsa (Bulgaria).

It provides a selection of adequate native woody species (trees and shrubs), step-by-step instructions
for planting of saplings and establishment of new lawn areas, and year-round maintenance calendars
for trees/shrubs and lawn areas.

The quality of the planting material, regular monitoring and evaluation, timely realization of care
measures (proper maintenance), and availability of experienced staff for maintenance of the urban
green areas are noted as key factors for successful establishment of urban green areas in both
Municipalities.

The instructions of this Guide will provide municipal practitioners and the general public with the
needed know-how for establishment of healthy and beautiful urban green areas and their long-term
sustainability through proper maintenance.

It also underlines the importance of providing sufficient experienced human resources and technical
equipment for successful maintenance of the urban green areas and furthermore highlights this
challenge to the local decision makers of both Municipalities as relevant entities for planning and
realization of the yearly maintenance programmes of the municipal enterprises for management and
maintenance of the urban green areas.
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
